Explanation of the system

The device works according to low pressure spraying technique. A high volume of air
surrounds the spray jet being ejected under low pressure. The air cap provides a very
fine atomization with the lowest of spray mist .The coating material is applied to the
object quickly and exactly.

Moreover, the air flow shortens the drying time for the coating material. This gives
perfect spraying result with a respective saving of coating material and is therefore

good for the environment.

Function description

The motor blower produces a flow of air which flows through the air hose to the spray
gun. The air flow atomizes the coating material at the nozzle and also pressurizes the
container. This pressure pushes the coating material up the ascending pipe to the

nozzle. The air and pressure setting can be adjusted progressively.

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Spraying technique

The spraying result depends
considerably on how smooth and clean
the surface is before spraying begins.
For this reason the surface should be
carefully prepared and kept free of dust.
Surfaces not to be sprayed should be
covered with sticky tape and newspaper.
